TERM OF CONTRACT

The term of contract shall be for one year from date of award and subject to extension annually for up to two (2) additional years, with any extension to be mutually agreed upon by the City of Little Rock and the successful bidder.

A mandatory prebid conference will be held March 14, 2005 at 2:00 pm in the Board Room, City Hall 2nd Floor, 500 W. Markham, Little Rock, AR 72201. For questions concerning this conference call Jim Sick, Deputy Director Parks Maintenance at 501 371-6850.

NOTE:  Bid shall not be accepted if prebid with Little Rock Parks and Recreation staff has not been attended.

The City reserves the right to reject any or all bids or to waive any informalities in bidding.  Bids may be held by the City for a period not to exceed sixty (60) days from the date of the opening of bids for the purpose of reviewing the bids and investigating the qualifications of bidders prior to awarding of the contract.

The City may consider informal, any bid not prepared and submitted in accordance with the provisions hereof and may waive any informalities or reject any and all bids.  Any bid may be withdrawn prior to the above scheduled time for the opening of bids or authorized postponement thereof.  Any bid received after the time and date specified shall not be considered.  No bidder may withdraw a bid within 60 days after the actual date of the opening thereof.

If Bidder is a partnership, the true name of the firm shall be set forth below, together with the signature of the partner or partners authorized to sign Contracts in behalf of the partnership.  If signature is by an agent, other than an officer of a corporation or a member of a partnership, a notarized power-of-attorney must be on file with the Owner prior to opening of proposals or submitted with the proposal.  Each bid must be submitted in sealed envelopes to be furnished by the Bidder and designated as shown.  At the time of bid opening the envelope containing the bid, will be opened and read aloud for the purpose of acknowledging the low bidder.  After all bids and required contract documents have been thoroughly checked by the City, the successful bidder will be announced and personally informed.  Should a low bidder fail to execute all required documentation qualifying his bid, the bid may be rejected and the next lowest bidder awarded the work if he has qualified.

Special Provision

Mowing and Trimming of Little Rock Parks and Recreation Ballfields

Description:  This work shall consist of the mowing and trimming of Little Rock Parks and Recreation Ball fields for vegetation control.  The Contractor shall provide all labor, equipment, and materials to accomplish the mowing and trimming for one growing season of the designated areas in accordance with the Plans, Specifications, and as directed by Little Rock Parks & Recreation.  A mowing cycle shall be one complete mowing of the area designated on the Plans.

Project Scope:  These specifications shall apply to mowing and trimming in Little Rock Parks and Recreation property for one growing season.  This contract may be extended annually up to two additional years bases on availability of funds and mutual agreement of the successful bidder and Little Rock Parks and Recreation.  

Within the limits of this project the following areas shall be mowed and trimmed:

1.   Areas identified on the attached charts shall be cut per mowing cycle.

2.   Areas designated on the plans shall be mowed in entirety by use of a “finish”.

      mower.

3.   Trimming around all fixed objects, including but not limited to guardrails, fences,  

signs, playground, picnic areas, and trees, is required and shall be performed           concurrently with the mowing operation.

4.   Herbicides will not be applied to contract routes.

Equipment:  The Contractor shall certify to Little Rock Parks and Recreation that the equipment to be used on this contract is in good working condition and is suitable and safe for mowing the area and for performing the work required under this contract.  Any equipment determined by Little Rock Parks and Recreation to be a hazard or unsuitable for operation shall not be used in the work.  Sufficient equipment and accessory items for efficient operation and completion of the cycle in the designated time shall be provided.  All rotary-type mowers shall be equipped with skirt guards to restrict foreign objects from being thrown out from the cutting unit enclosures.  Tractors shall be equipped so as to conform to prevailing Federal and State health and safety regulations and standards, including amber lights and slow moving equipment emblems.

When a mower of any type is being moved from one site to another under its own power with the mower unit raised, the PTO shaft for the mower unit shall be disengaged.

Removal and Disposal of Litter:  The areas to be mowed shall be policed by the contractor prior to each mowing cycle for litter and objects that might be thrown by mowers.  For the purpose of this contract, litter is defined as trash, garbage, debris, and refuse of the following type:  paper, plastic, bottles, cans, wood, tires, tire parts, metal projects, etc.  In addition, the Contractor shall pick up all litter that is uncovered by the mowing operation within 48 hours.

The City assumes no liability for damages caused to mowing equipment, or to passing vehicular or pedestrian traffic that are struck by objects that are kicked up by the mowing equipment.

Mowing Procedures:  The Contractor shall perform twenty-four (24) complete mowing cycles as determined by Little Rock Parks and Recreation.  Little Rock Parks and Recreation may increase or decrease (a) the total number of mowing cycles (b) amount mowed in each park depending on growing conditions.  Representatives of Little Rock Parks and Recreation and the Contractor shall meet prior to beginning of the first mowing cycle and prior to others if necessary to review work to be done.

The Contractor shall begin and complete work on each cycle within five (5) working days of the agreed upon schedule.  Subsequent cycles shall not begin without the Contractor having first contacted and received approval to begin from the City of Little Rock.  Each mowing cycle shall be completed within the prescribed time frame in a continuous operation.  A mowing cycle is considered complete when all mowing and hand trimming is complete to the satisfaction of Little Rock Parks and Recreation.  The height of the mowed vegetation shall be two (2) inches.  Trimming shall be performed concurrently with and consistent with the pace of the mowing operation.

Mowing shall be performed only during the hours of daylight Sunday through Saturday and only when fields are not in use or as otherwise directed by Little Rock Parks and Recreation.  Field schedules will be made available on a timely basis to facilitate the mowing program.

The Contractor shall conduct his operations in such a manner that he does not damage the existing ground areas, trees, shrubs, planted bed areas signs, utilities, fences, or other structures.  The Contractor shall not mow during wet conditions where turf damage or rut damage would occur.  In the event damage occurs to City of Little Rock property as a result of mowing operations, the Contractor shall replace or repair the damaged areas or items at no cost to the City as directed by Little Rock Parks and Recreation.  Signs that are bent over during mowing shall be straightened by the operator at the time that they are damaged.  Any cuttings that could restrict drainage flow shall be removed from drainage area at the time they are obstructed.  If damaged property resulting from the Contractor’s operations requires repair or replacement by the City of Little Rock, the cost of such work shall be deducted from monies due to the Contractor.

Extreme caution and appropriate safety measures shall be taken when it is necessary for the equipment to cross the main traffic lanes.  When mowing with rotary mowers, it shall be in a manner that cuttings and debris are ejected away from the roadway.

When equipment is not in use, it shall be parked or stored on the pavement or shoulder of the roadway in an inconspicuous location no less than 30 feet from the edge of pavement or as directed by city staff.  Repeated locations of parking and access shall be avoided to eliminate compaction and erosion of soil.

Failure to perform work according to these specifications may result in the termination of the mowing contract.

Contractor Liability:  The Contractor must assume full liability for hazards to traffic and pedestrians that might be created by the mowing and trimming operation and save harmless the City of Little Rock in all respects.  Contractor must carry liability insurance and provide copies to the City for the duration of the contract.

Method of Measurement:  Quantities for mowing and trimming as shown on the plans and in the proposal shall be considered as final quantities and no further measurements will be made.  Final quantities will be revised, if, in the opinion of the inspector for Little Rock Parks and Recreation or upon evidence furnished by the Contractor, substantial variations exist between quantities shown on the plans and actual quantities.

· Quantities are subject to change due to ongoing development.  Any additions or deletions will be mutually agreed upon in writing by the City of Little Rock and the successful bidder.

Basis of Payment:  Work completed and accepted under this contract will be paid for at the contract unit price bid per park for mowing and trimming, which shall be full compensation for all resources necessary to complete work.  Partial payments shall be made at two-week intervals for work performed and accepted during the preceding two weeks.  Little Rock Parks and Recreation will supply contractor with a designated form to be filled out and e-mailed to each appropriate area foreman no longer than 24 hours after each individual park mowing.  No payment will be made on any invoice unless it can be matched up with the e-mailed form and has been signed by the area foreman or his designated representative.
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
