SYNOPSIS Authorizes the City Manager to increase the current 

authorized amount of the construction contract with 
Redstone Construction Group, Inc., for the Dr. Martin 
Luther King, Jr., Drive Drainage Improvements, Bid No.

FISCAL IMPACT Funding for this project is available from the 2012 3/8-
Cent Capital Improvement Sales and Compensating Use 
Tax as authorized by Resolution No. 13,699.  The revised 
amount for construction services is $65,000.00, which is an 
increase of $10,570.90 from the original authorized 
amount of $54,429.10 as set forth in Resolution No.

BACKGROUND 
 

This project provides for the installation of new storm 
drains and inlets and French drains on Dr. Martin Luther 
King, Jr., Drive to capture spring water that seeps out onto 
the street and causes deterioration of the street and winter 
icing.  After completion of much of the original scope of 
work, it was determined that additional improvements 
would be needed to capture all the spring flow in wet 
weather.       
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
