AN ORDINANCE TO AMEND LITTLE ROCK, ARK., REV. CODE § 4-51 3 

(1988) TO SET THE HOURS OF OPERATION FOR PRIVATE CLUBS; TO 4 

DECLARE AN EMERGENCY; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES. 5

 WHEREAS, the City has considered whether it is in the best interests of the public health, safety and 7 

welfare to permit any private club, regardless of the type of permit it possesses from the Alcoholic Beverage 8 

Control Board to operate until 5:00 AM, in the morning; 9 

 NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CITY 10 

OF LITTLE ROCK, ARKANSAS: 11 

 Section 1.  Any private club authorized to serve alcoholic beverages which operates within the 12 

corporate limits of the City of Little Rock shall be subject to the following hours of operation: 13 

  (a) Sunday through Thursday from 7:00 AM to 2:00 AM the following morning; 14 

  (b) Friday, Saturday, and the day before any officially recognized federal holiday from 7:00 AM 15 

to 3:00 AM the following morning. 16 

  (c) These hours of operation do not impact the hours that hotels and restaurants are permitted to 17 

serve alcoholic beverages. 18 

Section 2.  Severability.  In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase, or 19 

word of this ordinance is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration or 20 

adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of the ordinance which shall remain in full force and 21 

effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not originally a part of the 22 

ordinance.  23 

Section 3.   Repealer.  All laws, ordinances, resolutions, or parts of the same, that are inconsistent with 24 

the provisions of this ordinance are hereby repealed to the extent of such inconsistency.  25 

Section 4. Emergency Clause. The Board of Directors has considered the issue of the hours of 26 

operation of private clubs, whether all private clubs with a Class B permit should be allowed to operate, 27 

and whether it is necessary and appropriate to permit some clubs to operate until 5:00 a.m., and has 28 

determined that uniform hours for such clubs are essential to the public health, safety and welfare; an 29 

emergency is, therefore, declared to exist and this ordinance shall be in full force and effect from and after 30 

the date of its adoption. 31
