The City Manager is authorized to enter into a contract with Spatco Energy Solutions for 20 

the purchase of four (4) new Fuel Pumps, DEF Dispenser and Fuel Master System for a total amount not to 21 

exceed Seventy Thousand, Nine Hundred Forty-Eight Dollars ($70,948.00). 22 

 Section 2. Funds for this purchase are allocated in the Fleet Operating Account No. 600001-72200. 23 

Section 3.  Severability.  In the event any title, section, paragraph, item, sentence, clause, phrase, or 24 

word of this resolution is declared or adjudged to be invalid or unconstitutional, such declaration or 25 

adjudication shall not affect the remaining portions of the resolution which shall remain in full force and 26 

effect as if the portion so declared or adjudged invalid or unconstitutional were not originally a part of the 27 

resolution.
