Authorizes the City Manager to acquire permanent and
temporary construction easements and agreements as
needed to complete construction of the Pedestrian and
Bicycle Bridge over the Union Pacific Railroad and a Trail
Connection at the old Cantrell Marine property.

Funding for this project is from a Transportation
Alternative grant from Metroplan/Arkansas Highway and
Transportation Department (AHTD), designated grant
match funds and State funding for the regional river trail
project. The total of the project segments is approximately
$2.6 million, and the estimated cost for land acquisition is
$270,000.00.

Approval of the resolution.

The agreement for funding with Metroplan was authorized
by Little Rock, Ark., Resolution No. 13,727 (July 9, 2013).



BACKGROUND

Three (3) Arkansas River Trail Projects are planned for the
coming year, including a new bridge over Rose Bayou,
which is the North Cantrell Road at Gill Street Bridge
Grant from AHTD, the western termini of the River Bluff
segment funded by Metroplan, and the eastern termini of
the River Bluff, which is the bridge over the Union Pacific
Railroad. This resolution authorizes the acquisition of
parcels of land and permanent construction easements and
use agreements with the railroad.

The cost for the acquisitions is to be funded from the
project allocation.
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
