WHEREAS, the City of Little Rock is committed to providing Prevention, Intervention, and Youth 8 

Development Programs and services to enhance public safety and community-building, and  9 
WHEREAS, the City advertised a formal Bid No. 14128 to solicit proposals for Little Rock Summer 10 

Recreation Programs for Little Rock youth ages six (6) to fifteen (15), and 11 
WHEREAS, a review committee met and reviewed the proposals submitted on May 16, 2014, and 12 

recommends the organizations listed below for contract awards.  13
